We attempt to communicate as much information as possible; there are, however some issues that we deal with
that are considered confidential by federal law.  Many matters dealing with students and staff  are considered confidential and thus
make it difficult for us to communicate about or discuss those issues.  Many times the only information that comes out in these
issues is transferred, many times over, from student to student to home.  I ask that you understand that line of communication, and
that it may be second hand information that may not be coming from an accurate source.  To make a long story short, if  the
information sounds strange, please call the school or district office and ask.

9. Technology Ð It is great in moderation.  Too
much phone,  computer, television, or  video games
means something else worthwhile will  not get done.

BYSTANDERS CAN STOP BULLYING   
From the National Crime Prevention Council

Most  bullying happens when there is no adult
supervision, such as in between classes, at lunch, after
school, and online.  Still, bullying rarely takes place
without an audience Ð your student is around to see
bullying 85 percent of the time.  But even though they
see it, they usually donÕt try to stop it, and may even
be unknowingly encouraging it.  Most of the time that
your  student  witnesses  bullying,  they  stand  by
passively.  This causes bullying to last longer because
it reinforces the bulliesÕ power and status, two reasons
that people bully.  Most students donÕt want to watch
bullying, and donÕt want it to happen at all.  But many
donÕt know how to do this and worry that by stepping
in they might become the next victim.  Feeling unsafe,
angry, helpless, and guilty  are all  possible effects.

These worries, in addition to witnessing verbal  and
physical abuse, can take a toll on bystanders.

Two out of three students want to help when they
see bullying, and helping out is one of  the most
effective ways to stop bullying and prevent it  from
happening again.  When someone steps in, 57 percent
of the time bullying stops in 10 seconds  (Hawkins,
Pepler, and Craig, Social Development, 2001). 

What They Can Do
There are safe and effective ways for  your

student to step in and help others being bullied.  Some
work better in certain situations than others.  Talk to
your student about how they can help someone being
bullied.

Walk  away.   This shows the bully  that  their
attention-seeking behavior is not funny or okay and if
they  donÕt  have an audience,  they  canÕt  put  on a
ÒshowÓ. 

Speak up.  Tell bullies that what they are doing is
wrong.  By saying, ÒthatÕs not funny, letÕs get out of
hereÓ or something similar, students can stand up for
each other.  This may also give other bystanders the
confidence to speak up or walk away. 

Be a fr iend.  Sometimes students get picked on
because they donÕt have any friends or anyone to stand
up for them.  When students befriend someone being
bullied,  bullies are less likely  to  pick  on them.
Friendship can also give Òthe bulliedÓ the support and
confidence to stand up for themselves. 

Ask others to help.  When more students stand
up to bullies, they will  be more likely to realize their
actions are not okay.

Get an adult involved.  Sometimes students who
are bullied are scared to ask an adult for help because
they think it will make it worse.  Your student can help
by telling a trusted adult (an administrator, counselor,
or teacher).

What You Can Do 
Standing up to peers is a hard thing to do for

people of  all  ages.  But you can make it  easier  by
giving your student the confidence and the support
they need.  Here are some ways parents can help:

-Teach your student to be assertive.  Emphasize
peaceful ways to solve problems and encourage your
student to stand up for themselves and others verbally,
not violently.

-Show them safe ways to help others.  Make it
clear that you expect them to take action if  they see
someone being hurt, or if they are hurt themselves.

-Hold them accountable.  If students stand by and
watch someone being bullied, their behavior is hurting
the victim too.

-Build  empathy  in  your kids and  help  them
develop the social skills to stand up for their peers.
