Students and teachers prepared for the ITBS, a nationally normed achievement test.  The tests began September 17 and ended

September 28.  These tests will tell you how your childÕs academic achievement compares with other children the same age taking
the same test.  We expect our students to compare very well with students nationwide.

Enrollment count day was September 20, which is the official date the state has set for districts to count their enrollments.
Total enrollment numbers for USD 348 to date are 1420.  This includes PEP and students enrolled in the 4-year old program.  The
official report, which will be submitted to the State, is being compiled at this writing.

We had our second ÒtestÓ of the School Reach program when the Junior High sounded an alarm because of smoke coming
into a couple of classrooms.  The evacuation was smooth and everyone was okay.  The calls went out in a timely manner to
parents/guardians.  The smoke was a result of bearings on an A/C unit that went out and caused a belt to catch on fire.  Smoke
traveled through the venting system.  The fire department was able to assess the situation and clear the air in the classrooms
affected by smoke.

Activities throughout the District are in full swing.  Be sure to support our student athletes every opportunity that you are
able.

The District Policy Manual is also available on the website.  The manual is a live document, which means it is continually
changing.  We are in the process of adjusting formatting and we continue to work on easier reading in each section.  Changes in
the manual such as policy updates or adopted policy will be inserted after the approval of the USD 348 Board of Education.
Board meetings are held the second Monday each month at 7:00 PM in the District Office Board Room.

The Energy Policy adopted by the Board has raised some good input after being in force for a few weeks now.  Adjustments
in how we are maintaining the room temperature are being explored; the Board appreciates compliance with the new policy.
