COUNSELOR’S CORNER
Underage Drinking: What to do if your child is
using alcohol or other drugs
From Neil Bernstein

If you know for surethat your teenageis using
alcohol or drugs, you needto take the following
actions to deal with the problem.



Know Where You Stand

Someparentsthink that itOspart of growing up
and harmlessfun. Rememberthe earlier a child
beginsusingalcoholor drugs,the morelikely theyare
to developa drug or alcohol problem. As a parent,
letting your child know you donOwant themto use
substancesand telling them your reasonswhy is
perfectly acceptableand responsible. Teensneed
parents, not more friends!

Let Your Child Know You’re Concerned

Your initial overtureto your child should be
basedon concernnotcontempt. Tell him or herabout
the changesyouOvenoticedin his or her behaviorand
the reasong/ouOrevorried. Makeit clearthatyouOre
not prepared to drop the issue until itOs addressed.

Monitor Their Behavior

If youOrerying to help your teenagerstay away
from harmful substancesyouOlineedto keepa close
watch on their activities. Let them know youOllbe
doing this. For starters,set curfews and make sure
youOreawakewhen they get hometo checkin with
them. They may not like this, but theyOlget usedto
it.

Use Drug Screens

Drug screenscan be particularly helpful. Of
course,you shouldinform your child that youOllbe
doing a randomdrug screening. Tell him thatyou are
taking this toughmeasureasa supportivetool to help
him changehis behavior. Explain that drug usecan
easilybecomehabitualand compulsive. The testwill
tell the story, andthenyou canhold him accountable
for his actions.

Search Their Rooms

It is importantto respectyour teenager(sivacy,
but there are exceptionsto this rule. If you suspect
drug or alcoholuse,searchherroomfor incriminating
evidencebecauseyou are so concernedabout him
safety. If you find somethingtake action. This can
rangefrom weekendrestrictionsto requiring her to
attend a weekly drug preventionprogram. YouOll
needto find out the natureand extentof use. A drug
counselor can do a thorough evaluation.

Set Clear Limits

In no uncertainterms, tell your child you wonOt
tolerateany further useof alcoholor othersubstances.
Fromnow on, youOlexpecthim to tell you whereheOs
going, with whom and when heOllbe home. You
should certainly restrict his privileges, especiallyon
Friday and Saturdaynights. You child may insistthat
he doesnChavea problemwith drinking and doesnOt
deserveto be restricted. This plays right into your
hands. You canaskhim to provehe canstaysoberby
abstainingfor a specifiedtime period. If he honors
this contract, his privileges can be restored. If he
doesnOtthe restrictionsyou have put on him are
warranted.

Of course,thereOslways the chancethat your
teenagemwill flagrantly disregardyour limits. If he
continueshis illicit activity, youOlineedto show him
you meanbusinessby moving to the next stageof
severity and using outside supportto help you with
this problem. Make an appointmento seea mental

health professionalwho specializesin substance
abuse. At this point, the problemis too great to
handle on your own.

As of the beginningof this semestethe ala carte
prices acrossthe district have changed.

For the elementary
schools kindergarten4 yearold and PEP,milk prices
will not change,also, studentswho bring their own
lunch andwant to buy a milk canstill buy their first
milk for $0.25,it is only the secondmilk thatwill be

DEPRESSION

As many as 1 in every 33 children may have
depressionin teensthatnumbermay be ashigh as1
in 8.

Depressionlimits ones ability to function
normally. There are different types of depression:
major depressiondysthymia,adjustmentisorderwith
depressedmood, seasonalaffective disorder and
bipolardisorder. All of thesetypesof depressiorcan
affect children.

The causeof depressionvaries from child to
child. Typically it is causedy a seriesof oneor more
events. Depressiorcanbe causedy the loweredlevel
of neurotransmittersn the brain, which restrictsa
personQability to feel good. If depressionmunsin the
family, a child may be more likely to experienceit.
Stressis a factor aswell, especiallyin the teenyears
sinceit is a time of emotionaland social turmoil.
Also, chronicillnesscontributesto depressionaswell
as the side effects of certain prescription medicines.
