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It is May, and we are close to wrapping up another school year.  Another graduating class will walk across the stage in a
couple of weeks.  This has been a very successful year with many student and staff accomplishments.  As we wrap up this year,
it is also time to begin thinking about next year.

Next year we will be implementing a new assessment system called measurements of academic progress or MAP.  These
computer-generated assessments will replace the Iowa Test of Basic Skills that we have given in the past.  The MAP
assessments will provide our teachers almost immediate data on the academic strengths and weaknesses of every student.  It
also can provide very nice reports for parents to use as they work with their children at home.  The MAP assessments will help
us target the most effective curriculum for each student.  Teachers will receive hands on training next August before school
starts.

This summer we are purchasing new grades 6-12 science textbooks and materials.  The board just recently approved the
new 6-12 curriculum and the staff just recently finished reviewing new materials to go with that curriculum.  Most of the new
materials allow for on-line learning that follows along with the classroom materials.  Students will have passwords to websites
that enhance the students learning.  The online learning would allow students who are at home with an illness to continue their
studies from home.

The board has approved asphalt work in the district this summer using our capital outlay fund.  You should see significant
improvements throughout the district in parking areas and some playgrounds.  This brings up a common question about capital
outlay funds.  The district levies 8 mills of property tax for capital outlay and that money by state law must be used only for
equipping, repairing and remodeling of buildings and property.  The money cannot be used to pay salaries, pay utility bills or
buy classroom supplies.  Each year the auditor checks the capital outlay fund expenditures to see that all purchases are for
appropriate items.  I hope that helps to clarify some questions.

I would like to wish you all a great finish to the school year and that you have a safe
and wonderful summer.

COUNSELORÕS CORNER
Get to Work:  Helping Your Teen Find a
Summer Job
by Felicia Hodges

Do you remember your first job?  If it was
working as a dog walker for a neighbor or
delivering newspapers at the crack of dawn, you
undoubtedly learned a great deal about the world
of work.  Although it may not have helped you
decide what you wanted to do with your life, it
probably gave you a good idea of what you
didn't want to make your life's work.

Now you're an adult with children of your
own.  So, what do you do when your 15-year-old
comes to you and says that he wants to find a job
for the summer?

If your child is reasonably responsible
(handles a few around-the-house chores and
makes curfew on time), and doesn't seem to have
any major difficulties dealing with authority
figures, your teen would probably have little
difficulty adjusting to the world of work,
according to James Sanders, a former job
counselor with the New York State Private
Industry Counsel.  Sanders, who helps find
summer positions for 15 through 17-year-olds,
says teens who work hard in school will
probably also work hard for their employers.
"Usually, if they are good students, they'll be
good workers," Sanders says.  "Employers like
that and may try to get them back the next
summer or even get them to stay on throughout
the school year."

Finding a Fit
Not everyone is going to be good at working

in fast food.  If your child is shy or works better
alone than in groups, it might be a good idea to
look for positions that don't force uncomfortable
situations.  "It helps to try to find something that

fits into things that the child likes to do," Sanders
says.  For example, if your child likes to read,
check with your local library to see if they need
assistance re-shelving books.  If your daughter is
curious about how things work or if your son
loves animals, a job as a computer technician's
helper or a veterinarian's assistant might be the
perfect opportunity to learn more about a hobby.
Encourage your child to look for work he finds
interesting.

Where to Look
When 22-year-old Corey Allen of

Newburgh, N.Y., decided he wanted to earn a
little extra money the summer after he turned 15,
he says he knew that taking orders at some
hamburger joint was not for him.  "Before I
started looking, I talked to people I knew Ð my
parents, my uncle, other relatives and friends Ð to
see if they knew of any available positions," he
says.  Everyone he talked to was either in human
services (his mother is a Head Start teacher, and
both his uncle and a cousin were directing
separate after-school programs for at-risk youth)
or knew someone who was.  "It helped me find
out about available programs for teens and about
positions that were about to open up," he says.

The Prep Talk
Although you may have done a fine job of

raising your little one into an upstanding member
of society, chances are you may still need to help
prepare him a bit for dealing with a supervisor or
head-on with Joe Consumer.  "Parents should sit
down with their child and remind them that they
will be working with other people," Sanders
says.  "A job is a lot of responsibility.  Push the
responsibility because it is no joke."  He suggests
that parents try to ready their kids for what a
boss will expect.  "Employers look for kids that
are very punctual and cordial.  Also, they like
people who can adjust to change," he says.  "If
they are used to working inside, they may be
asked to work outside or take out the trash."
Sanders says it also helps to advise the child that
people respond to how they are treated.  "You
get what you give," he says.  "Once that child
puts on the uniform, they represent the
organization.  They become a reflection of the
company, so that's what people see."

Interviewing the Interviewer
Parents should also make every attempt to

find out as much about their child's potential
employer as possible.  "If parents ever have
questions, we suggest they go with the child on



an initial interview," Sanders says.  "Talk to the
employer and find out what your child will
actually be doing."  And remember that if you or
your child ever discover anything inappropriate
happening on the job, don't hesitate to talk to a
supervisor.

MAY IS MENTAL HEALTH MONTH
On May 8, 2007, two bills were introduced

in the United States to draw attention to the need
for school-based and other mental health services
for children.  ÒOur schools are important settings
for recognizing and addressing childrenÕs mental
disorders.  In fact, schools often function as the
de facto mental health system for children and
adolescents.Ó says Senator Edward Kennedy (D-
MA).  Who sponsors the bill?  The bill, S1332

Mental Health in Schools Act, is intended to
Ôassist local communities in developing
comprehensive school mental health programs
that provide a continuum of services for students.

The second bill introduced on May 8, 2007
(S1337) would prohibit the limits on mental
health care to children by directing that mental
health or substance abuse services no longer be
more restrictive than the financial requirements
or treatment limits that apply to other medical
services.  Bill sponsor Senator John Kerry (D-
MA) said, ÒAmericaÕs kids who are covered
through SCHIP should be guaranteed that the
mental health benefits they receive are just as
comprehensive as those for medical and surgical
care.Ó
