This course is a mirror of the intro to art course available at the high school. It is designed to provide students the opportunity to explore a wide vari-
ety of media. Projects will be based on the elements of art, extending to include complete composition using the principles of design, building a foun-
dation for the more advanced classes offered. A variety of media will be explored including but not limited to pencil, colored pencils, watercolor and 
tempera paint, clay, collage, and 3D building process. Connections made to historical as well as contemporary art and artists. If the student receives 
a B or higher in this class, they are allowed to skip the "Intro to Art" course at the high school.
